The Putnam County Child Nutrition Program would like to welcome you to our school cafeterias.  We encourage your children to eat at school by offering a variety of choices daily at breakfast and lunch.  Menus are sent home monthly to allow you to interact and assist your child in healthy choices.

We have an open door policy and welcome parents to drop in and share a meal at any time.  If you have questions regarding the Food Service Program, feel free to contact your school’s Food Service Manager.  Visiting parent(s) meal costs:  Breakfast - $1.75, Lunch - $3.00   Please do not bring large bills as we do not keep a large amount of change.  NOTE:  Adult meals cannot be charged to student accounts!

· Free & Reduced Price Applications:   Available at each individual school on the first day.  Printable versions are available on our web site listed below.  Please note that each child has to qualify for the program each year.

· Student Account Monies:   Deposits can be made into accounts from the convenience of home using either a debit or credit card.  Service is provided by Pay Pal and will include a $1.50 fee per transaction.  Parents will also be able to view student account activity and monitor account balance at no charge. · If you elect not to use online payment system…….please send cash or check in an envelope with your child’s name and account number for the most efficient deposit.  Please keep informed regarding your child’s account balance.  We prefer that deposits be sent on Monday.  Charging of meals is discouraged and charging of extra items is prohibited. Per Board policy charges are not allowed after May 1st.  A $20 returned check fee will be collected on all returned checks.  After 2 checks, only cash will be accepted.
