Some of our key at-home activities will be:





Sending home the “Kindergarten Connection” newsletter will inform parents of practical ideas for supporting student learning goals at home.


Reading 20 minutes each night will support student success.


Daily practice with everyday objects at home will support student success in rote counting and cardinality for math.


Routines such as nightly bedtimes and reviewing of daily work will promote student achievement.














In our Kindergarten Classroom


Kindergarten teachers will work with students and their families to support students’ success in the Tennessee State Standards for Reading and Math.


Some of our key connections with families will be:





Developing weekly goals for students and informing parents through materials sent home, website, and weekly newsletters. These techniques will be used to help parents support learning goals and objectives.


Parents and teachers will encourage students to practice independence and responsibility daily.


Sounds and letter identification will be promoted at school and home environments, leading to blending and fluency in reading.


Rote counting (counting from memory), subitizing (knowing how many in a group quickly), decomposing (taking numbers apart), and cardinality of numbers (the number of items in a set) will be practiced daily in the school and home environments.
