The 2nd Grade team will work with students and their families to support students’ success in the Tennessee State Standards for Reading and Math.


Some of our key connections with families will be:


Developing weekly goals for students and inform parents through materials sent home and weekly newsletters. These techniques will be used to help parents support learning goals and objectives.


Practice tricky word list to build reading fluency.


Encourage nightly reading using weekly stories that correlate with words and strategies being taught for the week.


Develop goals for students that focus on increasing their skills in addition and subtraction using various strategies. Send home-school connection sheet to parents, which includes practical ideas for supporting their learning goals at home.
